Meeting called to order at 7:05 pm.
4 Members present, plus 1 guest..

This scholarship would be used to pay for lessons by local trainers for these individuals. More will be discussed on this in the future.

Some website brainstorming took place. The group discussed the creation of a “New Comers Page” where horse people new to the area could go to find important equine information. Like the phone numbers and addresses to the local vets and equine dentists, feed stores, boarding stables, etc. A disclaimer would be listed stating that the BCHA does not endorse the listed businesses. The information would be supplied as a courtesy to horse owners.

Nominations for  the 2011 BCHA officers was not taken at the meeting. Information regarding nominations will be posted on the BCHA website as soon as possible.

The floor was turned over to Mr. John McMurray who presented information regarding his efforts to get a water well installed at Pine Ridge Trail head. Currently the trail head has no water; therefore horsemen must haul in their own water. Mr. McMurray is circulating a petition for this effort which will be available for signing at the next BCHA meeting. Mr. McMurray plans to attend the next meeting to give more information and gather signatures. A copy of the information and a petition will be put on the BCHA website.
